This is indeed
a testimony that Mount Kenya University is on
a mission to internationalize higher education.
This success has been supported by an enabling
environment provided by the Government of the
Republic of Rwanda.

MKUR has emerged with remarkable academic
and infrastructural achievements. MKUR has
implemented recommendations of the National
Council of Nurses and Midwives of Rwanda
making the Bachelor of Science in Nursing to
be a flagship programme due to the quality of
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teaching, infrastructure and dedicated qualified staff. As
niche programmes, we intend to continue leveraging and
supporting Nursing, Public Health, Medical Laboratory
Sciences, Tourism and Hospitality and Journalism.

MKUR has procured state-of-the-art laboratory equipment
worth over USD. 200,000 and library resources have been
boosted significantly. Hospitality and Tourism department
has been equipped with practical training resources.

Two senior staff, Dr. Erigene Rutayisire and Dr. Nicholas
Ngomi from the Department of Public Health have won a
very competitive research grant from Rwanda’s National
Council of Science and Technology (NCST).

This has made it possible to construct a classroom
at Groupe Scolaire, Gahanga, Kicukiro District at a total
cost of 14,067,750 Rwandan Francs (USD. 15,071). and
is serving the largest number of students at the school. A
donation of 26,850,000 Rwandan Francs (USD. 28,765) to
Imbuto Foundation has supported hundreds of vulnerable
secondary school students in Rwanda.

The University has attracted international students and
over 400 regular students from over 15 countries have
been enrolled. It will continue to unlock international
opportunities and regional appeal as an international
university. The office of International Students has been
created to support these efforts.

We look forward to the new year with renewed vigor,
optimism and desire for growth and excellence.
